Supplemental Instructions

Note: We’ve been working with consumers for many years now, and the single biggest problem we 
encounter is that the new owner did not read the manufacturer’s instructions before beginning the 
installation project. Please take a minute to review the manufacturer’s instructions along with our 
supplemental installation notes.

•  See Manufacturer’s STEP 6:  Patience, patience ...

• � See Manufacturer’s STEP 7: The easiest way to ground the black wire is to “sandwich” the wire 
between the knee bolster (STEP 2, 2A) and the metal horizontal rail that the knee bolster attaches 
to. Later in STEP 13, the knee bolster will be re-installed.

•  See Manufacturer’s STEP 8: We used the scotch-lock/t-tap connector.

• � See Manufacturer’s STEP 9: The instructions read, “make sure ... and that the security switch of 
the DTLS is in the OFF position.” The security switch is the little blue toggle switch. Make sure it 
is in the OFF position! Thanks!

• � See Manufacturer’s STEP 9: The instructions call for a test for proper operation. Do the test now 
before you reinstall the knee bolster. You must read, read, and re-read the operating instructions 
as supplied by the manufacturer. After much frustration (because we kept re-applying the vehicle’s 
brake pedal – re-application of the brake pedal cancels out any timing sequence you may have 
programmed into the unit), the unit worked as expected. If you will follow the sequence as writ-
ten, you’ll eliminate the potential for frustration.

• � See Manufacturer’s STEP 11: As written, you can mount the blue security ON/OFF toggle switch 
at any location. Be creative. It was at this step in the sequence when we looked for a more acces-
sible location for the red activator switch (from STEP 14). In lieu of the location suggested in STEP 
14, we drilled a 5/16” hole into the plastic knee bolster at a location closer to the top of the bolster.  
We removed the red switch from the factory supplied mounting brace, then used epoxy (J. B. Weld 
– available at most any hardware store) around the outer edge of the red switch to keep it in place.  
Again, be creative.

•  Move on to STEP 13 (and 14?), then call it a completed project.
